· Can last anything from 4 weeks to a year

· Designed to allow students to develop knowledge and employability skills in a commercial environment

· You gain experience in planning, delivering and reviewing a meaningful piece of real work of commercial merit

· You get feedback from a supervisor and some internships provide a mentor

· A good internship could also give you formal training and allow you to build networks with peers as well as colleagues

· When choosing an internship, think of the profile of the organisation, project, managerial support, workplace culture, any formal training and even pay.

2. BRIO Bioscience Internship Scheme

· BRIO (Bioscience Responds with Internship Opportunities) will allow graduates to join innovative bioscience and healthcare companies for up to eight weeks
· Internship projects offered include lab-based experimental work and commercial projects such as conducting market research or patent searching.  
· Full technical training will be provided by the host company.
· BRIO interns will also receive four days of bio-business training which will help them to develop a broad range of employability skills relevant to the bioscience sector.

· The eight week BRIO internship scheme will allow you to learn both new technical and generic employability skills, enhance your CV, boost your confidence in the workplace

· The registration process for the BRIO internship scheme is now open, and will remain open until Friday 30th July 2010
· Please note all applicants for the internship scheme must have a degree and must not be currently studying towards a qualification
